Hello everyone! 

April is here and spring is in full 

swing!  With warm weather coming 

and the Georgia summer coming in a 

few months, let’s talk about this 

month’s subject:  Salvia.  It comes 

from the sage family of plants. 

Salvia is a flowering plant that pro-

duces spikes of showy flowers from 

late spring until early fall.  They come 

in a variety of colors like blue, purple 

and white.  Salvia is also a perennial 

and if taken care of properly, can last 

up to 10 years. 

Even though Salvia is a flower, it’s  

rare to see it actually bloom.  When 

these plants do finally bloom, the 

flowers are white and covered with 

little hairs.  It is also hard to find any 

seeds on the Salvia.  There hasn’t 

been any finding of seeds on Salvia 

plants in the wild as of yet and usually 

are propagated by using cuttings.
