Hey everybody!! It’s hard to believe we are already three months into 2023! With time
moving at a steady pace, let's talk about houseplants. Today, | will be discussing two flowers that
make excellent houseplants: Aloe Vera and the Peace Lily.

Let’s begin with Aloe Vera. Even if you’re not a plant person, you probably have heard of
Aloe Vera. Not only is it good for your skin, but it also makes an excellent house plant. Aloe loves
bright light, but not direct sunlight. A well-lit room would be ideal for this plant. Also, when it comes
to watering, Aloe Vera plants are succulents. This means they are basically made of water! A good
soak once a week will keep them happy. The only issue you should worry about when it comes to
Aloe Vera is over watering, which can lead to leaves wilting or mushy leaves. If you follow the
information I've shared with you, then you and your Aloe Vera plant will be fine!
